PLEASE READ CAREFULLY:  In order for individuals or organizations to use the Sunshine Village Soccer fields, an application must be submitted to the Neptune Soccer Association (“NSA”) for review.  Applications are available on the NSA web site and the Neptune Township Recreation Department Website (www.neptunetownship.org/pages/recreation).  All applicants must comply with the Rules and Regulations set forth in this Application, as well as any conditions of approval.  Applications will be reviewed by NSA on the 1st and 3rd Thursday of each month, and complete applications must be received by NSA at least ten (10) days prior to the review date.  If conditionally approved, the applicant must satisfy or accept the conditions, and also provide a copy of the approval to the Neptune Recreation Department.  Prior to receiving final approval, applicant must submit a Certificate of Insurance in the amount of $1,000,000.00 naming the Township of Neptune and the Neptune Soccer Association as additional parties insured.  Applicant must also comply with any rules, regulations, statutes or ordinances promulgated by the State of New Jersey, the Township of Neptune or any other governing body having jurisdiction.  Approvals will be valid only on this application form and with an original signature from the Neptune Soccer Association’s and signed by its designated Officer(s). Sport Code of Conduct
I, 




, pledge to be responsible for my words and actions and/or the words or actions of my organization, while attending, coaching, officiating or participating in any sports events within the Township of Neptune, including attendance at any event approved in accordance with the Township field use permits, and I shall conform my behavior to the following Code of Conduct:

1. I (and my guests) will be a positive role model and encourage sportsmanship by showing respect and courtesy, and by demonstrating positive support for all players, coaches, officials, and spectators at every game, practice or other sporting event.

2. I (and my guests) will not engage in any kind of unsportmanlike conduct with any official, coach, player, spectator or parent, such as booing and taunting, refusing to shake hands or using profane language or gestures.

3. I (and my guests) will not encourage any behaviors or practices that would endanger the health, safety, and well being of other participants or persons at the Sports site.

4. I will play by the rules and to resolve conflicts without resorting to hostility or violence.

5. I will treat other players, coaches, officials, and spectators with respect regardless of race, creed, color, gender, sexual orientation, national origin or ability.

6. I will never ridicule or yell at other participants for making a mistake or losing a competition.

7. I (and my guests) will reframe from making threats, and initiating a fight or scuffle with any coach, parent, player, spectator, participant or any other attendee.

8. I (and my guests) will respect the officials and coaches and their authority during games. I will never question, discuss or confront officials or coaches at the game / field.  I will take time to speak with coaches at an agreed upon time and place.

9. I (and my guests) understand that the use of alcohol, tobacco, and drugs are prohibited at all sports events. I will not attend, coach, officiate or participate in a sports event, or be at the site when youth sports events are in progress, while under the influence of drugs or alcohol, nor will I have drugs or alcohol in my possession at such times.

10. If I, or any individual within my organization, fail to follow the Sport Code of Conduct, I understand that I and/or such individual may be subject to penalties in accordance with Neptune Township Code of Conduct Ordinance and/or the Code of Conduct regulations of the youth sports organization responsible for the recreational facility.  This may include that you and/or such individual may be temporarily or permanently banned from the sports site and/or any other sports site within the Township of Neptune.

Penalties

If I fail to follow the Sports Code of Ethics, I understand that I may be subject to one or more of the following penalties:

Prohibited from the site for an established period of time.

Prohibited from the site permanently.

Fines and/or Penalties in accordance with Township Ordinances and/or State Statutes.
Sunshine Village Field Use Application:

Rules & Regulations
The following Rules and Regulations are for individuals or organizations authorized to use the Sunshine Village Soccer Fields and/or NSA’s equipment for individuals or organizations desiring to use the Sunshine Village Recreational Complex:

1. Number of persons permitted/referees required on the field for practice, scrimmages and games:

a. Small Sided Fields:  Maximum 8 children under age 11 per team/16 on the field, including goalkeepers; Maximum 7 persons over age 11 per team/14 on the field, including goalkeepers

b. Regulation Fields:  Maximum 11 persons per team/22 on the field, including goalkeepers.
c. If the organization is utilizing the site for games (scrimmage or league play), a minimum of two (2) referees shall be present, whether or not required by the league in which the organization plays.
2. A field use permit application must be submitted to NSA for review, along with the requested information and a copy of the organizations approved or certified roster.  Approval/Disapproval will be determined by the NSA Executive Board or Committee appointed by the Executive Board.  NSA reserves the right to establish reasonable conditions in connection with any approval for field or NSA equipment use.

3. Applicants understand that many of the sanctioned activities at the Sunshine Village Soccer Complex involve youth sports programs, and that Neptune Township Ordinances establish a Sports Code of Conduct, which all participants must respect.  Therefore, in connection with all approved applications for field use and equipment use, each participant or each team’s representative and all coaches, must sign the Sports Code of Conduct included with the Field Use Permit Form.  The Sports Code of Conduct may be copied and signed by each individual (participant, team representative and/or coach) listed on the organization’s roster.  Failure to execute the Sports Code of Conduct will preclude a team and all individuals from being permitted to use the fields.  Maintaining copies of the Sports Code of Conduct shall be the responsibility of the Organization’s Representative and/or team representative or coach, and shall be readily available at the site if it is requested to be produced.   Failure to abide by the Sports Code of Conduct may result in penalties, including prohibition from the site, pursuant to Neptune Township Ordinances, NSA Rules and Regulations, or any other applicable laws or regulations.
4. The Neptune Soccer Association reserves the right to require a monetary donation to the club for any organization using NSA equipment or requesting services provided by NSA.  A fee schedule is attached to this application.  Any requested donations are used to defray expenses for field maintenance, field setup, new equipment purchases or other normal operating or deferred maintenance costs incurred by NSA.  In addition to, or in lieu of, a monetary donation, the Association may require any organization to provide persons to help with shack duty, site cleanup, site setup or other regular maintenance or work duties at the fields as a condition of approval.  

5. It its discretion, Neptune Township and/or the Neptune Township Recreation Department may require a cleanup bond or other use fee for applicant to use of the facility.  This bond or fee is determined when the organization submits the approved application to the Neptune Township Recreation Department.
6. Upon receipt of approval by NSA, all Organizations must also provide to the Neptune Recreation Department a Certificate of Insurance in the amount of $1,000,000.00 naming Neptune Township and Neptune Soccer Association, Inc. as parties insured for the time period for which this approval is applicable.  Approved applications must be submitted on designated forms prepared and approved by the NSA and the Neptune Recreation Department.  Approvals are not valid unless they are on the proper forms, and have been executed by the Neptune Soccer Association and by the Neptune Township Recreation Department.
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7. The applicant must have with him/her a copy of the approved applications at all times while the site is being utilized by the organization.  All permit applications are not complete without a copy of the organization’s signed Sports Code of Conduct agreement and/or certified roster.  Once approved, if there are any changes to the organization’s representatives, such changes shall be provided and further approved by NSA.  NSA reserves the right to revoke any permit for any group not complying with these regulations, or allowing unregistered individuals to play with such organization.

8. The NSA may at times close the entire complex or specific fields due to inclement weather, or for other reasons, including usual maintenance.  Organizations shall not be permitted to use the complex or specific fields when they are closed.  Field Closure signage may be provided at the fields, and posted on the NSA web site.  Applicants are encouraged to monitor the NSA website to be sure that the fields are open.
9. The site is primarily used by Neptune Recreation Soccer and the NSA Traveling programs, which also organized Rec. soccer. Scheduling or field locations may sometimes be modified.  NSA will work with all approved applicant’s to discuss programming needs and changes.  In general, the site is closed to all outside users during the 1-2 weeks prior to NSA’s annual soccer tournament, in June, for field preparation.
10. The organization shall only be permitted to use those field(s) and/or site location(s) on the date(s) and at the time(s) designed by NSA in any approval, subject to any conditions as may be set forth in the approval.
11. NSA reserves the right to make any other conditions for any applicant, and also reserves the right to amend these rules and regulations at any time with notice given to each applicant and to the Neptune Township Recreation Department.
12. Use of NSA equipment, the snack stand or bathrooms are not permitted without express permission by NSA on the field use application form.  NSA equipment shall not be moved by any person or individual at any time.  NSA and/or Neptune Recreation may require an organization to supply portable bathrooms as a condition of approval.
13. The NSA reserves the right to revoke any permit, or limit the use of any permit, for failure to comply with these rules and regulations.  If any organization or individual causes damage to any field, such organization and/or the individuals responsible, shall be responsible for repairing the facilities.  This includes unnecessary and unreasonable wear and tear of the fields, failure to comply with these rules, and damages resulting from use of the fields when they are closed or when it is obvious that the use is causing unreasonable wear and tear or damage to the fields.
14. NSA will review field permit applications on the 1st and 3rd Thursdays of each month.  Applications must be submitted at least ten (10) days prior to the date upon which the permit will be reviewed.  ONLY complete applications (all documentation other than insurance) will be reviewed.  Insurance may be submitted as a condition of final approval.  NSA holds its Executive Board and General Membership meetings on the first Thursday of every month, except for July and December.  The location of the meeting is generally in the Neptune Township Municipal Building, at 8:00 p.m., and is also generally posted on the Association’s website.  Meeting dates and times are subject to change.
This Form is approved by the Neptune Soccer Association and Neptune Recreation Department.
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FEE SCHEDULE
NSA EQUIPMENT USE
NOTE:  NSA does not generally provide field mark-outs or lines for any individual or organization, and it is normally the individual’s or organization’s responsibility to ensure proper mark-out to suit the applicant’s needs.  However, the location of such mark-out must be approved by NSA, to ensure that it does not conflict with field location required for Neptune Recreation Soccer or Neptune Traveling Soccer.

*In its discretion, NSA may require assistance with field setup/breakdown, snack stand duties, general field maintenance, equipment donation or other “in-kind” services in lieu of a fee for applicant to use its equipment.  However, to ensure that such other assistance or in-kind services are provided by applicant, NSA may collect the above fees as a bond, rather than a donation.

Neptune Township may require a user fee, or a maintenance or clean-up bond, as a condition of approval, which is in the discretion of Neptune Township.  If lighted fields are requested by applicant and approved, Neptune Township may require the applicant to pay a fee to defer its costs.  Such fees or charges are in the sole discretion of Neptune Township, and NSA does not have any control over Neptune Township’s requirements for same.  Applicant understands that it may be requested to pay any such fee, or any increase in such fees, at any time during its use of the facility, even if its application was approved prior to Neptune Township establishing such fees.
